	Percy is an elite athlete, who is extremely dangerous in the open field, showing the top speed and burst to hit the homerun from anywhere on the field.  Very smooth runner, making tight cuts with great COD without taking extra unnecessary steps.  At his best when used in all areas, can line up at a variety of spots to create match up problems.  Shows good hands, consistently looking the ball in and does not drop or lose focus on contact.
	Has a long history of injuries that have kept him off the field.  Is extremely undersized which is not only a huge contributor to his durability concerns, but limits his strength as well.  Struggles to get separation consistently off press coverage, and does not use his hands effectively to keep defenders off.  Poor frame and core strength severely limit his abilities as a blocker.

	SUMMARY

	When evaluating Percy Harvin it is important to understand what kind of player he is, and how to best utilize his strengths.  If you’re looking for a true X or Y receiver, then Percy is not the guy.  He does not have the size or strength to line up outside and take on press coverage or block on run downs.  However, he is more valuable than a normal slot receiver, as he has the speed, athleticism, and versatility to line up at a variety of positions on the field.  At Florida he carried the ball out of the back field and showed patience and vision setting his blockers and locating and accelerating through open holes, as opposed to relying on his elite speed to bounce to the edge every play.  When he had a free release he ran solid routes, using his excellent feet and hips to make sharp cuts on a dime and create separation.  He also showed consistent and natural hands while catching the ball.  As you would expect with his speed and elusiveness, he is also a dangerous kick returner, as he is extremely difficult to locate and bring down in open space.  His injury history will probably keep him from being a top 10 pick, but he will be a nightmare for opposing teams in terms of trying to match up with him.  He will be extremely productive in the NFL if he proves his off the field concerns are a thing of the past and his team is willing to adjust its offense to take advantage of his talents, much the same way New Orleans did with Reggie Bush his rookie season.
