	When you watch Andre on film you can’t help but be impressed with his feet and his balance, especially for being such a large person.  He is quick enough to cut off the edge, and shows impressive speed in the open field.  He also recovers well to kick out on blitzers.  The first time I watched him I was concerned that he would have trouble staying over his feet downfield, but he generally maintains very sound position.  Even when he does get out in front of himself, he shows remarkable balance and change of direction abilities to be able to recover on overran blocks.  In pass protection he plays with a solid base and does a nice job bending his knees and anchoring in to deflect bull rushers.

	Whenever a lineman is as big as Andre is, and has previously been much heavier than his current playing weight, teams will worry about his work ethic both on and off the field. 	Andre has outstanding strength, which you would expect for a man his size, and has the mean streak teams desire for in-line blocking.  He is surprisingly agile for his size, showing better than expected speed in the open field, and the ability to shuffle to the edge and adjust to moving targets.  He has aggressive hands, and uses them not only to establish position but to help his feet recover if he is beaten to the edge.  His team constantly called him number in short yardage situations, and he was a money performer.
	While his game does not have many flaws, teams are going to be very concerned about his weight, as he has reportedly weighed as much as 380, and even now at 340 could still stand to lose weight.  Long term health is also a concern for men of his stature.  Some may want to install him at right tackle or guard, in anticipation that he may not be able to maintain the athleticism needed to kick out and protect the corner consistently.  When out in space he must consistently stay over his feet, and also learn to cut at the thighs and not the feet.  

	SUMMARY

	Andre was a highly acclaimed offensive lineman coming out of high school that has certainly lived up to the hype.  He is a massive and powerful human being, who was a dominant force as a run blocker in college.  Men of his size rarely have the athleticism necessary to play left tackle, but Andre is one of those rare exceptions.  He demonstrates good feet in his shuffle, and shows a surprising ability to change directions in space to lock onto and wall off moving targets.  There will no doubt be heated debates in war rooms come April, as teams try to define his role and potential.  He definitely would have benefited from the top level competition seen at some of the pre-draft bowl games, but being just a junior he was not eligible to attend.  Obviously he was the talk of the combine when he showed up out of shape and then left un-announced, and this will no doubt scare some teams enough to throw him right off their boards.  While his decision-making and commitment to football are obviously huge question-marks, but his competitiveness on game day lead me to believe he can reach his potential.  Regardless, I would prefer to look at more stable options at tackle in the first round like Jason Smith and William Beatty before gambling on Andre Smith.
