	SUMMARY

	As you would expect coming from USC, Kyle is a very good athlete, who has the elite size to match.  Unfortunately he doesn’t always seem to have a fire lit under him, and struggles to be as productive as he is capable of.  He struggles to get off the ball and threaten the edge, and does not play with consistent leverage or hand usage to fight off blockers.  He is particularly frustrating when he gets driven off or sealed by smaller TE’s because of bad technique, as he should be able to handle them with ease and be a more disruptive player.  Because of his size, strength, and at times lack of motor, I feel Kyle best fits the 3-4 defense where he can play gap control defense, and drop effectively into coverage as part of variations in the blitz schemes.  If the light ever goes on in his head he has the physical skills to be productive in any scheme, but I hesitate to draft him before the 5th round.
