	Flacco is in my opinion is the second best QB prospect in this draft. The only two drawbacks I personally find are his level of competition(answered some questions at the Senior Bowl despite throwing a pick) and he worked out of a shotgun offense in college(again, answered some questions at the Senior Bowl after struggling during the beginning of the week with the Center/QB exchange). Teams looking for a traditional pocket passer will find one in Flacco. He proved he belonged with the better college football players at the Senior Bowl. As far as his ability, you cannot teach the arm strength that he possesses, and it is a marvel watching the ball explode out of his hand. He will be able to stand tall and scan the field in the pocket using his exceptional size. A team will find great value in Flacco if he is available in the 2nd Round.
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
