	Matt Ryan is without a doubt the best QB in this class. Has the makeup you look for in a Quarterback: intelligent, hardworking, tough, leadership skills. Most importantly, Ryan makes the players around him better, and instills a sense of belief that as long as they have the ball at the end of the game that they have a chance to win. Granted, he forces throws and threw 19 interceptions as a senior, but he did this while throwing 654 total pass, a 3% rate. Also, he does not have the arm strength of a Joe Flacco, but he is more than capable of making every NFL throw. All in all, the qualities that Matt Ryan has that place him above the other QB’s in this class are the things that you cannot teach, the intangibles, that certain something that you can’t quite put your finger on but you realize that all the great ones have. If you are a team in the 2008 NFL Draft in need of a QB, then Matt Ryan will solve those needs for the next decade. A future All-Pro in the mold of Peyton Manning and Tom Brady.
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
