Pros- Is clearly a patient man as he waited his entire career for a shot at starting as a senior. Seems to have a good head on his shoulders, and regularly makes changes at the line of scrimmage or identifies blitzes to pick up. Has pretty good accuracy, and has good zip on his throws when they are shorter or in the middle of the field. He throws a nice deep ball as well even though he doesn’t have very good arm strength. Has pretty good mobility to buy time in or outside of the pocket, and has pretty good footwork in the pocket.

Cons- Does not have a strong arm and a significant portion of his passes lack zip, especially in the intermediate range and to the sideline on outs, etc. He throws a nice deep ball but they regularly have a lot of air under them which gives the safety time to react and close on the ball, making it less effective. He does not seem to handle pressure very well, as he will dump the ball off quicker after he is pressure regularly and will not go through all of his progressions like he should, even when he has better protection. Doesn’t always recognize blitzers coming, and doesn’t seem to have a great feel for the pocket. Will also throw off balance when he feels the rush coming instead of stepping into his throws, which limits his effectiveness. Needs some polishing on his footwork on his drops and needs to be drilled to always set his feet and step into his throws since he doesn’t have the arm strength to compensate for that. His release is decent, but he has to load up at times to make certain throws which slows his release.

Overall: Cox doesn’t have a lot of upside as a NFL QB because he lacks size, arm strength and the elite accuracy to make up for it his previously mentioned short-comings. He is a pretty cerebral player but he does not handle pressure very well and will panic when he feels the rush coming at times. A significant portion of his throws lack zip, especially once they hit the intermediate level of the field. For this reason I really doubt that he will ever be anything more than a #2 in the NFL. He will have to get a shot as a #3 at the beginning of his career, and he could potentially stick in that capacity. If he can clean up some of his footwork, get comfortable with the playbook like he was able to at Georgia as a backup and clean up some of his mechanical issues he could solidify himself as a decent backup in the NFL. I don’t think he will ever be an effective starter though.

Projection: 6th-7th round: I had Cox as a potential sleeper earlier in the year, but he didn’t have the year I thought he might have and his stock has not risen much as a result. However I do think he is a pretty good bet to get drafted in the 6th round or maybe the 7th which is more than he could say before the season started. His ceiling is probably a solid #2 in the NFL but there will always be demand for a quality back-up, so he will get a shot somewhere. The question is whether it will be as a 6th-7th round pick or as a UDFA.
