	Fletcher is a big, physical corner who can stand up to taller receivers and force acrobatic catches and perfect throws downfield in order to beat him.  He would not be a great fit in the slot, but he showed he can play both sides and broke into his college career as a reserve playing special teams and filled in nicely in spot starts early in his career.  He is a smart kid, who will excel in the right system and could develop into a solid starter if he can improve his tackling technique and bring his aggressive style to that part of his game.  He will not be a dynamic ball hawk or playmaker, but he can be a solid contributor to a team that likes to use press coverage and primarily zone coverage as he does a great job of reacting to the plays in front of him.  He will not be able to help in the return game, but he is tough enough to compete on coverage units as he breaks into the NFL, but his development as a tackler will be key to him sticking on a roster and dressing for games to get opportunities to start down the road.
