MIDFIELD

Ball Control:  On first touches including a simple back pass from his teammate, Brian Castro (BC) seem to hesitate and then rush a clearance when he had passing options.




Running with the ball:  BC never looked comfortable holding onto the ball, preferred to clear quickly up-field when possible.




Attacking Ability:  BC rarely attacked goal, but the couple times he did on set plays, he backed up Antony Luzano (9) for the first goal and later bounced a header off the upper left side of the crossbar.




Defending Ability:  Seems adequate.  Nothing spectacular, but always in position for react.




Heading:  Strong in the air and good leaping ability.  Won or at least challenged well for most 50/50 heads.




Tackling:  Not the most proficient tackler.  Doesn't seem to complete and follow through with tackles.  Also slow to recover after losing the tackle contest.




Long Passing:  Rarely completed long passes, unless it accidently went to a teammate as a result of a clear.




Short Passing:   Good execution of short passes to midfielder, especially to Nestor Martines (18) left midfielder for Honduras.




Right Foot:   Strong with right foot.  Appears to be dominant choice.




Left Foot:  Adequate with left foot.  Given that he plays on the left of center, he should have a stronger left foot.




TACTICAL ABILITY

Vision:   Does not see the field well and players movement to receive passes.


Awareness:   Looks to be in the right position on defense, but slow in reading Guatamala's striker lateral movement off the ball.  Need to work on his timing for advancing and retreating.


Movement Off The Ball:  BC virtually does not move once he plays the ball.  Stands and waits too often for play to come to him, rather than create space in front of him.
















ATHLETIC ABILITY

Pace:  Relatively slow to advance or retreat.  Needs to get out of comfort zone in his position


Sharpness:  Seems to be in the right place at the right time, just not very effective at disrupting the offense.


Mobility:  Very agile in the air, but not terribly concerned about getting up field quickly.  Likes to stay in position mostly.


Body Strength:  BC appears to be a strong young man with lots of potential to build his body and his game.


Workrate:   Not impressed with BC's level of commitment to his teams success.  This game is the final and he lacks the desire to take chances early in the game.  But he was able to play all 90+ minutes.













CHARACTER

Efforts To Win Ball Back:  Slow to win ball back after he or teammate loses possission.


Bravery - Physical:   Not afraid on competing for the ball in the air or on the pitch.


Bravery - Mental:  Seems to lack self confidence.  Lets others do the heavy lifting in regards to tackling opposition.


Energetic:  Seem to have a lower level of energy compared to teammates.


Leadership:  Not a leader, he is a follower.


Talkative:  Hard to assess this one because of the fan noise, but didn't appear to be very communicative.


Competitive:  BC is reasonably competitive when necessary and takes on all challenges that came his way.


Team Player:  I would characterize BC as a fine team player with a good atitude and seems to be well liked by his teammates.




ASSESSMENT

Comments:  Overall BC's performance in this championship match was disappointing.  He had the chance to make some exceptional runs up the left flank and have his left midfielder cover for him, but elected not to do so.  This may be a lack of confidence or lack or skill or both.

I did not see the high level of desire to make something happen and  be a part of the game, other than play it safe as the LCD.






Recommendation:   Perhaps BC would perform better in a different position where he would need to be more aggressive and challenge for the control of the ball more.  Move him around the field and note any change in skill level or attitude.
